Block 5 - Lucky Clover

This 12" block is easily constructed with simple piecing. Prepare your fabric
pieces either with the rotary cutting technique or use the templates on this
page. You can also paper piece some sections and there are some paper-
piecing templates on page 2 for you to use.

Use your own color palette or follow the one shown.

All seams are '/4".
